positions shown. For units installed prior to July 2017, refer ‘Postion One’ instructions.
For units installed after this date, refer ‘Postion Two’ instructions.

Step 1:
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Carefully remove the light cover by pulling down
on the tab near the front of the unit.

Step 2 (Position Two):
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Press the ‘Learn’ button once. A red light will
iluminate and the control box will beep three
times to confirm the unit is in learn mode.

Step 2 (Position One):
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Press the ‘Learn’ button once. A red light will
iluminate and the control box will beep three
times to confirm the unit is in learn mode.

Step 3:

Press the Main/Key 1 button on the handset.
The unit will beep once to confirm successful
coding.
